· Top 100,000 word forms, in rank frequency order from the COCA, along with frequency data from the BNC, COHA, and SOAP (https://english-corpora.org), and genre frequency for COCA and the BNC. Excel and text file format, with links to the COCA interface for each word. Approved for commercial use.
Unless there is an addendum to this agreement, the following are limitations on the use of the data in other applications (printed or electronic), where "Application" refers to the product that is sold commercially:

· The frequency data and the frequency-ranked list that is available to the end users of another Application cannot be substantially the same as that in the list from the Data. The basic criteria is that if the Data could be reverse-engineered from another Application and could be used to re-create something substantially similar to the frequency list that you purchase from us, then that re-use of the Data is not permissible.

· More specifically, applications that you develop cannot show the raw frequency (e.g. the word occurs 231 times in COCA) or the rank order (e.g. the word is the 293th most common word in COCA) for most of the words. You can, however, group the words into rough frequency "bands" in an app (e.g. words 1-1000, 1001-2000, etc), without listing the exact frequency or rank order, and that would be acceptable, but there cannot be more than about 20-30 frequency bands.
