1. Top ~40,000* lemmas (39,600), where lemma = “dictionary entry” (so tener = tengo, tuvo, tendremos, etc). Includes part of speech and also “range” (the number of texts from the 2,127,738 texts in the corpus), to show how “evenly” the word is spread across the corpus.
2. Frequency of individual forms (e.g. tengo, tuvo, tendremos) for each of the top ~40,000 lemmas
3. Frequency of the top 200,000+ word forms in the corpus. Not grouped by lemma or part of speech, but includes “range” (as in #1), as well as [% capitalized], to help identify proper nouns.

Terms of license:
1. These datasets are for non-commercial use only.

2. In any materials that you develop with the data, end users cannot see the exact frequency of a word (e.g. it occurs 823 times in the corpus) or the exact rank order (e.g. it is the 2,920th most common word). But you can group words into frequency bands (e.g. the word is in the band of words from rank order 3000-5000), although the number of frequency bands should be limited to 20 or less. 
3. In no case can the Data be distributed beyond the university listed above. A small, unique change has been made to each dataset that is sold, and this can serve as a "fingerprint" to identify you as the unique source of the data.
